Four stations

We will invite half the class (approximately 100) to arrive 10AM.We will ask the second half to come at 11:00AM.   We will give out numbers 1 thru 4. Number 1 goes to the first room, or station, for the movie: number 2 goes to the second room or station, for the Banner, etc. After the first 15 minutes everyone switches rooms, the children and parents will go to the next number on their strip, and every 15 minutes after they will switch again.

NOTES:

2006 We made bread with the children.  We mixed 8 bags of flour (each bag contained 6 cups of flour, 1 tbls  each of salt and yeast) this was mixed with 2 cups water and 1 tbls oil.  We had much left over.  We prepared for two hundred students, most came.
